
I need to see music

I keep listening to a piece of music to the point I have absorbed it. When I “take possession” of it, I start to write, using my own alphabet that only I know. I don’t use the stave, but I follow the layers that form a graphic, multidimensional space. I keep listening for as long as I need to see it in its completeness, in time and space.

Inside of me, I carry the experiences of beauty of the world: the richness of forms, lights, the unique life experiences, the changeability of nature, the phenomenon of humans, of friendship – the things that have always fascinated me. These experiences are with me, on good days and on bad days. This is my internal haven.

The images of the beautiful nature viewed from the Świnica peak, Szpiglasowa pass, Zawrat peak, Five Lakes Valley, Roztoki Valley, Goryczkowe Czuby crest with a beautiful view on Krywań peak, and from Kościelec peak, with Mieczysław Karłowicz’s tombstone bearing the inscription Non omnis moriar at its foot.

A moment later I am creating in the Silesian Opera the ballet Ad Montes – Tatra Ballets to Wojciech Kilar’s music – Choral Prelude, Kościelec, Krzesany and a fragment of Hoary Fog. I see this music through the prism of my Tatra experiences.

Wojciech Kilar said, “A choreographic interpretation cannot be literary in this case. The fact that the music includes illustrative fragments of visual quality, does not mean these are kitschy musical landscapes that you can simply add ballet to. Harnasie is an authentic highlander ballet, written for the stage, for a libretto with a plot. An attempt to create a similar ballet to my music would be a misunderstanding. A sheer tautology. We agreed on that with the choreographer from the very beginning”.

These experiences live in me and keep inspiring me to this day. I draw on them and I want to present on the stage a music that is filled with existence, violence, passion and joy. My perception and feelings are expressed by the dancer – a human with an inner world. This person is the subject of mystery, metaphysics, the emerging dynamism.
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
